Commerce and Industry Minister
Piyush Goyal said on Friday.

“We are insisting that any country
that wants wheat from us should ask
only for its local population and com-
mit that it will not allow a re-export.
Our concern was that traders, specula-
tors and hoarders should not get a con-
trol of this valuable wheat and then
charge exorbitant prices from poor and
vulnerable nations, causing distress to
the people of the world. We want to
support the less developed, friendly
and neighbouring countries to the
extent that we can,” Goyal said.

Business Standard on May 26
reported that India had received spe-
cial requests from the UAE, South
Korea, Oman and Yemen for wheat
after the government banned exports
on May 13.

Goyal said an inter-ministerial com-
mittee comprising representatives

from agriculture, food, foreign affairs
examine and approve requests from
friendly nations who have asked for
wheat from India, depending on their
population size.

While imposing the export ban, the
commerce ministry said export will be
allowed on the basis of permission
granted by the Government of India to
other countries to meet their food secu-

rity needs and based on the request of
their governments.

The government also allowed a
wheat consignment of 61,500 Mt for
Egypt after the export ban. It was
already under loading at the Kandla
port.

Goyal said India had asked the
World Trade Organisation (WTO) to
allow a relaxation of rules so that when-

ever some country needs support on a
government-to-government  basis,
India can supply wheat to the country
from the government procured stock.
“It will be a matter of discussion when
I go to the WTO’s upcoming 12th
Ministerial,” he added.

If farmers lost out due to the wheat
exports ban by the government, Goyal
said farmers had already sold their pro-
duce. “This is evident from the fact
that after the wheat ban was intro-
duced, we only got 600,000 tonnes
through government procurement.
Having sold their produce, if traders
would have indiscriminately exported
it at high profit, beyond a point it
would have been harmful for our own
food security and our own require-
ment and prices could have sky-rock-
eted,” he added.

Goyal said as of now he doesn’t see
chances of putting restrictions on
export of any other agriculture prod-
ucts. “Those are decisions which we
don’t disclose before we take the deci-
sions. In the course of the monitoring,
estimates of agri production are taken
from time to time wherever required.
As of now, we don’t see the need to do
it on any other product,” he added.

Healthy progressin Dehydrated onion

Though these are very early
days, the initial sowing of
kharif crops has started on a
positive note, with the acreage
of pulses witnessing a rise
when compared with the same
period last year. However, the
area under oilseeds is almost
the same as last year.

The area under rice has
seen a sharp rise in early sow-
ing as farmers are expected to
bring more area under the
crop to cash in on the bullish
outlook for cereals.

The actual pick up in sow-
ing will happen once the mon-
soon becomes active over
Central and Western India.

Data shows that, according
to initial estimates till June 3,
Kkharif crops have been sown
in around 6.91 million hectares
against 7 million hectares dur-
ing the same period last year.

In total, around 108.51 mil-
lion hectares is brought under
kharif crops on an average
each year in the whole season.
This continues till mid-August
where rice, coarse cereals,
pulses and oilseeds occupy the
maximum area.

Meanwhile, Reuters —ina
report published on Friday —
said cotton planting in India,
the world’s biggest producer
of the fibre, could jump as
much as 15 per cent in 2022 to

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The ongoing Russia-Ukraine
conflict has added another
casualty in the form of dehy-
drated white onion exports,
which are expected to go
down by 20 per cent this year.

With Gujarat accounting
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an all-time high. This is
because strong prices prompt
farmers to move away from
other crops.

Quoting Atul Ganatra,
president of the Cotton
Association of India, Reuters
said higher output could help
cool the rally in global and
local cotton prices, which is
hurting Asian apparel makers.

A15 per centrise in India’s
cotton crop area would lift it
toaround 13.8 million hectares
in 2022 from 12 million
hectares last year. The associ-
ation expects the largest
expansion in cotton area to be
in the western states of Gujarat
and Maharashtra, which toge-
ther account for nearly half of
the country’s production.

In another report,
Bloomberg reported that rice
farmers in India, the top
exporter, are working to take
advantage of a good monsoon.

They will also cash in on
the prospects that the govern-
ment will boost grain purchas-
es to safeguard food security.

Charanjit Singh Gill, a
farmer in Punjab, said he will
keep planting rice as it’s the
best option during the rainy
season. Rice — in most Asian
farms — requires large
amounts of water to grow.

“I expect the government
to buy more rice this year from
usasit has to ensure the coun-
try’s food security,” Gill said.

Anil Kalyan, a farmer in
Haryana, said he has prepared
his rice nursery and plans to
grow the crop on his entire 40
acres (16 hectares) of land this
year. Indian farmers planted
rice on 41.15 million hectares
of land during the monsoon
season last year, up from 40.01
million hectares a year earlier,
according to the farm min-
istry, Bloomberg reported.

for 80 per cent of the produc-
tion, dehydrated or dried
onions are largely exported
from India to European coun-
tries. These nations form 60
per cent of the market, which
includes whole, cut, sliced,
broken or powdered onions.
These are used widely as pre-
served spices in food.

Russia and Ukraine togeth-
er form another 20 per cent of
exports. According to
Agricultural and Processed
Food  Products Export
Development Agency (APE-
DA) data, at just over 31,000
crore in value, India had
exported nearly 75000 tonnes
of dried onion products in the
financial year 2020-21.

However, this year, multi-
ple factors are set to drag down
annual exports by at least
10,000-15,000 tonnes or 20 per
cent.

“Firstly, Russia and
Ukraine form a decent share
in exports and there has been

almost zero exports due to
the conflict. Moreover, there
has been an impact on export
demand from other
European countries, which
form 60 per cent of exports.
This is due to Indian dehy-
drated onion products
becoming globally uncom-
petitive and cheaper alterna-
tives emerging from regions
like Egypt,” said Savji Thanth,
vice-president of All India
Vegetable Dehydrated
Manufacturer Development
Association (AIVDMDA).

According to Thanth,
residues of ethylene oxide
have been found in dehydrat-
ed onion products from India
in Europe that are currently
being addressed by the indus-
try.

“In addition, European
customers are shifting to
Egypt, which increased its
production from 8,000-10,000
tonnes to 30,000 tonnes. Also,
for Egypt, it tends to be cheap-
er at $1,200 per container to
Europe against $8,000 per
container from India,” said
Thanth.

What further aggravates
the industry’s position global-
ly is the 9.3 per cent import
duty on dehydrated onions
from India to Europe against
zero import duty from Egypt.

Retailinflation may be at 5.7-6.9% in FY23

This is after duty cuts on fuel; 25-50 bps repo rate hike likely in the MPC meet next week

New Delhi, 3June

After hiking the repo rate by
40 basis points (bps) in its off-
cycle decision, the Reserve
Bank of India’s (RBI’s) mone-
tary policy committee (MPC)
islikely to decide on the exact
rate hike on the basis of its
inflationary expectations at
that point of time.

Retail inflation touched a
near eight-year high of 7.79
per cent in April. This is a
fourth straight month when
the rate of price rise has been
above the MPC's six per cent
upper tolerance level.

On the other hand, whole-
sale price index (WPI) infla-
tion zoomed to a series high
of 15.1 per cent that month.
Some part of it could spill over
to CPI in the months ahead.

After the Centre’s decision
to slash excise duty on petrol
by %8 a litre and by 7 a litre
on diesel, economists revised
their earlier projections on
retail inflation slightly down-
wards. They, however, believe
that the rate will remain ele-
vated.

For instance, HSBC chief
economist India Pranjul
Bhandari now said CPI will
still likely average well above
the RBI’s 6 per cent upper tol-
erance limit in FY23.

She said the oil pump price
cuts will lower inflation by 0.2
percentage points directly
and by an overall 0.5 percent-
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age points over time. This
comes as lower costs feed into
food and core inflation.

Before the excise duty
cuts, she had said the rate
would be over 6.8 per cent.

India Ratings chief econo-
mist Devendra Pant expects
retail inflation to average at a
nine-year high of 6.9 per cent
in FY23.

Bank of Baroda chief econ-
omist Madan Sabnavis now
believes CPI inflation rate is
likely to average around 5.8
per cent this fiscal year.

Earlier, he had pegged it at
about six per cent.

RBL Bank chief economist
Rajni Thakur pegs inflation
rate at 5.75 per cent for FY23
against six per cent projected
earlier.

ICRA chief economist
Aditi Nayar said the high WPI
inflation is being driven by
commodity prices. This will
keep CPI inflation sticky until
the conflict (Russia-Ukraine)
subsides, although the excise
cuts on fuels are a welcome
relief. She sees CPI inflation

averaging at 6.5 per cent this
fiscal year.

Ranen Banerjee, govern-
ment sector leader, PwC
India, projects the CPI infla-
tion rate to average about 6.5
per cent.

Sabnavis thinks CPI infla-
tion will be about 6.4 per cent
in Q1, 5.8 per cent the follow-
ing quarter, 5.5 per centin the
third quarter and 5.3 per cent
in the fourth quarter.

QuantEco Research chief
economist Shubhada Rao
said, “Notwithstanding the
excise cut, we continue to
hold on to our FY23 CPI infla-
tion expectation of 6.1-6.3 per
cent, but with risks evenly bal-
anced now (versus upside
risks earlier).”

MPC’s likely moves

Nayar said the excise cuts
have distinctly lowered the
probability of highly front-
loaded rate hikes.

“We expect the MPC to
hike the repo rate by 40 bps
in the June review and 35 bps
in the August review. That will
revert us to the pre-pandemic
level of the repo rate," she
said.

Bhandari said she expects
the MPC to hike the repo rate
by another 40 bps in June,
taking it to 4.8 per cent.

“Thereafter, we expect the
RBIto move to a series of low-
er quantum repo rate hikes of
25 bps each, taking the repo
rate to 6 per cent by mid-

2023,” she added.

Pant believes the MPC will
raise the policy rate by at least
75 bps in the rest of FY23 —
50 bpsin June and another 25
bps in October.

“The hike could also be
100-125 bps (during the rest
of FY23), but this will depend
on incoming data, policy
actions by global central
banks, global geopolitical sit-
uation and its spillover effect
on the Indian economy,” Pant
added.

Along with it, the cash
reserve ratio could also be
hiked by 50 bps to 5 per cent
by FY23-end, he said.

Thakur believes the MPC
will hike the repo rate by a
total of 100 bps over next two
meetings in June and August.

“This will bring the repo
rate to 540 per cent, a little
above the pre-Covid level of
policy rates. The base case
expectation is for the RBI to
opt for a 50 bps hike in each
meeting. However, given the
urgency to manage price pres-
sures currently, a more
aggressive 75 bps hike in June,
followed by 25 bps hike in
August can’t be ruled out at
this time,” she added.
